


PROJECT UPDATE, MARCH 2008

STIP TE PROJECTS

EL DORADO TRAIL - CLAY ST. TO BEDFORD AVE.

Project Description:

The project is located in the City of
Placerville between Clay Street and Bedford
Avenue adjacent to Hangtown Creek. The
right of way is to be relinquished to the City
after completion of the US Highway 50
Operational Improvements project. The 10-
foot wide 800-foot long Class | Bike Path will
be constructed to connect with the new
Bike/Pedestrian overcrossing of US 50 at
Bedford Ave.

Current Project Status:

The EDCTC programmed STIP-TE funds to this project in February 2008. The PA&ED and PS&E
phases are being requested for programming by the CTC during fiscal year 2008/09, with
construction requested for 2009/10. With the CTC approval of the EDCTC RTIP in May 2008, the

project should move forward on schedule.

Caltrans and the Federal Highway
Administration are planning a
transportation safety project on State
Route 49 south of the town of El Dorado in
the vicinity of Logtown between Ore Court
and China Hill Road. The project includes
realigning and widening State Route 49 to
upgrade the lane width and add shoulders
and safe side slopes.

Current Project Status: Caltrans is
proceeding with PS&E.

Upcoming Activities:

Construction is scheduled to commence in July 2009 and is anticipated to be completed by

October 2010.

INTERCHANGE

Project Description:

The project will reconstruct the interchange at
U.S. 50 and El Dorado Hills Blvd to include the
construction of a westbound loop off-ramp and
westbound on-ramp across from Saratoga Way,
reconstruction of the eastbound on- and off-
ramps, and widening the U.S. 50 overcrossing
and El Dorado Hills Boulevard.

Current Project Status:

The realignment of Saratoga Way to Park Drive
has been completed. Interim improvements to
the westbound freeway ramps and intersection
have also been completed. PS&E of interchange
has begun.

Upcoming Activities:
The replacement of the U.S. 50 undercrossing is

SILVA VALLEY INTERCHANGE planned to be included with the Phase 1 HOV
lane project. It is anticipated that, pending
available funding, the design of the interchange
ramp improvements will commence concurrently
with the completion of the HOV lane project
design. Total estimated cost is $26,878,000 to
be fully funded with traffic impact fees.

Project Description:

The project will construct a new interchange at
U.S. 50 and Silva Valley Road. The project will
add auxiliary lanes halfway to the next
interchange westbound to El Dorado Hills and
will add an auxiliary lane eastbound connecting
to the existing truck climbing lane at Bass Lake

Grade.

Current Project Status:

Environmental and engineering efforts continue in
order to update the EIR and Project Report
prepared and approved in 1991. Design
continues concurrently with the environmental
effort to expedite construction.

Upcoming Activities:

Initial phases to prepare local roads for
connections to the interchange will begin
construction in Fiscal Year 08/09. The
interchange construction is targeted for FY 09/10
with an estimated cost of $64,776,000 to be fully
funded with traffic impact fees.
