SUBJECT: EL DORADO TRANSIT AUTHORITY CLAIM FOR FISCAL YEAR 2008/2009
TRANSPORTATION DEVELOPMENT ACT, LOCAL TRANSPORTATION FUNDS

REQUESTED ACTION

By motion, adopt Resolution 07/08.21 (Attachment B), and approve the El Dorado County Transit
Authority’'s (EDCTA) Transportation Development Act claim for FY 2008/2009 (Attachment A) in the
amount of $3,555,076.

BACKGROUND

The Transportation Development Act (TDA) provides that cities, counties, and transit operators are
eligible to receive certain funds for transportation purposes. The Local Transportation Fund (LTF), as
one of the two sources of TDA revenues, is derived from a quarter-cent retail sales tax receipts.

Each year the EDCTA submits a TDA claim to EDCTC for apportioned LTF. The Commission
approved the LFT apportionment at your March 2008 meeting. On April 9, 2008, Commission staff
received a claim from EDCTA for LTF pursuant to Article 4, Section 99260, Claims for Public
Transportation, for Fiscal Year 2008/2009 in the amount of $3,555,076 for EDCTA operating funds.

DISCUSSION

TDA claims may be filed for Article 4 funds by transit operators for the following purposes:

e The support of public transportation systems; and
e Aid to public transportation research and demonstration projects.

The EDCTA claim, authorized by EDCTA Resolution No. 08-04 on April 3, 2008, is in compliance with
the above Article 4 purposes and within the final FY 2008/2009 LTF apportionment. Staff finds the
claim to be in order and recommends approval of the EDCTA claim in the amount of $3,555,076.

The complete claim package is available for review at EDCTC during normal business hours.

WHEREAS, the Transportation Development Act of 1971 provides funds for transit operations and
facilities subject to a claim from the El Dorado County Transit Authority for appropriation of those
funds set aside for it; and

WHEREAS, the El Dorado County Transportation Commission has apportioned $3,555,076 in FY
2008/2009 Transportation Development Act — Local Transportation Funds to the El Dorado County
Transit Authority for Transit Operations as adopted by the Commission on May 1, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the El Dorado County Transit Authority has need of $3,555,076 in Transportation
Development Act Local Transportation Funds (Article 4) for transit operations and sufficient funds
have previously been apportioned to the El Dorado County Transit Authority by the Commission for
these purposes.
