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B. Nothing herein above shall prevent either EDCTC or Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc.
from personally delivering any such notices to the other.

20) JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be administered and interpreted under the laws of the State of
California. Jurisdiction of litigation arising from this Agreement shall be in that state. If
any part of this Agreement is found to be in conflict with applicable laws, such part shall
be inoperative, null and void insofar as it is in conflict with said laws, but the remainder of
the Agreement shall be in full force and effect.

21) PARTICIPATION BY FOREIGN CONTRACTORS AND
SUBCONTRACTORS

A. EDCTC will not consider for award any bid proposals submitted by any contractor,
and will not consent to subletting any portions of the contract to any subcontractor, of
a foreign country during any period in which such foreign country is listed by the
United States Trade Representative as discriminating against U.S. firms in
. conducting procurements for public works projects.

B. Unless otherwise noted by the United States Trade Representative, the country of
~ Japan-shall be deemed to be listed as discriminating against U.S. firms in conducting
Jprocurements for public works projects.

C. Forthe purpose of this Special Provision, any contractor or subcontractor who is a
citizen or national of a foreign country or is controlled directly or indirectly by citizens
or nationals of a foreign country, shall be considered to be a contractor or

- subcontractor of such a foreign country.

22) INTEGRATION

This Agreement represents the entire understanding of EDCTC and Van Scoyoc
Associates, Inc. as to those matters contained herein. No prior oral or written
understanding shall be of any force or effect with respect to those matters covered
hereunder. This Agreement may not be modified or altered except in writing signed by
EDCTC and Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc.

| 23) NONDISCRIMINATION

During the performance of this Agreement, Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. and its
subcontractors shali not unlawfully discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment because of race, refigion, color, national origin, ancestry, disability, medical
condition, marital status, age (over 40), sex, or sexual orientation. Van Scoyoc
Associates, Inc. and subcontractors shall comply with the provisions of the Fair
Employment and Housing Act {(Government Code, Section 12900 et seq.} and applicable
regulations promulgated thereunder (California Administrative Code, Title 2, Section '
7285.0 et seq.).

The applicable regulations of the Fair Employment and Housing Commission
impltementing Government Code, Section 12900, set forth in Chapter 5 of Division 4 of
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Title 2 of the California Administrative Code are incorporated into this Agreement by
reference and made a part hereof as it is set forth in full. Van Scoyoc Assaciates, inc.
and its subcontractors shall give written notice of their obligations under this clause to
labor organizations with which they have a collective bargaining or other agreement.

Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. shall include the nondiscrimination and compliance
provisions of this clause in all subconiracts to perform work under this Agreement.

Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. shall comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as
amended (P.L. 88-352). Accordingly, 49 CFR 21 through Appendix C and 23 CFR
710.405(b) are applicable to this Agreement by reference.

Compliance with Regulations: Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. shall comply with regulations
relative to Title VI (non-discrimination in federally-assisted programs of the Department
of Transportation, Title 49 Code of Federal Regulations Part 21 — Effectuation of Title V!
of the 1964 Civil Rights Act). Title VI provides that the recipients of federal-assistance
will implement and maintain a policy of non-discrimination in which no person shall, on
the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, or disability, be excluded from
participation in, denied the benefits of or subjected to discrimination under any program
or activity by the recipients of federal assistance or their assignees and successors in
interest.

Non-Discrimination: Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc., with regard to the work performed by it
during this Agreement, shall act in accordance with Title VI. Specifically, Van Scoyoc
Associates, [nc. shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion,
sex, age, or disability in the selection and retention of subcontractors, including
procurement of materials and leases of equipment. Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. shall
not participate either directly or indirectly in the discrimination prohibited by Section 21.5
of the U.S. DOT's Regulations, including employment practices when the Agreement
covers a program whose goal is employment.

Solicitations for Subcontracts, including Procurement of Materials and Equipment:” In all
solicitations for subcontracts, including procurement of materials and equipment, either
by competitive bidding or negotiation made by Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. for work to
be performed under a subcontract, including procurement of materials or leases of
equipment, each potential subcontractor or supplier shall be notified under this
Agreement and the Regulations relative to non-discrimination on the grounds of race,
color, or national origin, religion, sex, age, or disability.

Incorporation of Provisions: Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. shall include the provisions of
this Article in every subcontract, including procurement of materials and leases of
equipment, unless exempt by the Regulations or Directives issues pursuant thereto. Van
Scoyoc Associates, Inc. will take such action with respect to any subcontractor or
procurement as the EDCTC may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions
including sanctions for noncompliance. Provided, however, that in the event Van Scoyoc
Associates, Inc. becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a subconfractor
or supplier as a result of such direction, Van Scoyoc Associates, Inc. may request the
EDCTC to enter into such litigation to protect the interest of the EDCTC, and, in addition,
Van Scoyoc Associates, inc. may request the United States to enter into such litigation to
protect the interests of the United States.
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24) ANTI-TRUST ASSIGNMENT

The contract will require the successful proposer to agree that by execution of the
contract, or any subcontract awarded by the successful proposer, that proposer or any
subcontractor offers and agrees to assign and thereby will assign to EDCTC all rights,
titie, and interest in and to all causes of action such proposer or subcontractor may have
under section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 USC section 15) or under the Cartright Act
(Chapter 2 or Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code, commencing
with section 16700), arising from purchases of goods, services, or materials pursuant to
this contract or subcontract. This assighment shall be made and shall become effective
upon execution of the contract.
