SUBJECT: AIRPORT LAND USE COMMISSION DESIGNATION

REQUESTED ACTION

Adopt Resolution 08/09.01 designating the El Dorado County Transportation Commission as the Airport
Land Use Commission (ALUC) for the Placerville, Georgetown, and Cameron Park airports.

NOTE: The Tahoe Regional Planning Agency is the designated ALUC for the South Lake Tahoe Airport.

BACKGROUND

At your June 5, 2008 meeting, the Commission adopted the Overall Work Program and Budget for Fiscal
Year 2008/2009. Work Element 125: El Dorado County Airport Land Use Commission includes the
following objectives:

e To effectively administer the El Dorado County Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC) and related
aviation system planning activities.

e To provide technical assistance to the Placerville and Georgetown Airport Advisory Committees
and the Cameron Park Airport District.

ALUCSs have three primary functions under State law. The first is the adoption of land use standards that
minimize the public’s exposure to safety hazards and excessive levels of noise. The second is to prevent
the encroachment of incompatible land uses around public-use airports. The third is the preparation of an
Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan (ALUCP) for the area around each public use airport which defines
compatible land uses for safety, density, height, and noise. Guidance for ALUCP development is
provided in the Division of Aeronautics 2002 Airport Land Use Handbook. The ALUC also performs

consistency determinations for proposed projects that are incompatible with adopted ALUCP
recommendations.

The Placerville Airport Comprehensive Land Use Plan was prepared and adopted by the Foothill Airport
Land Use Commission in 1987 and revised in 1991 and 1996. The Georgetown Airport Comprehensive
Land Use Plan was prepared and adopted by the Foothill Airport Land Use Commission in 1987 and
revised in 1996. The Cameron Airpark Airport Comprehensive Land Use Plan was prepared and
adopted by the Foothill Airport Land Use Commission in 1986.

DISCUSSION

The El Dorado County Board of Supervisors, on June 24, 2008, adopted Resolution No.181-2008
(Attachment A) rescinding the designation of the Sierra Planning Organization and designating EDCTC
as the Airport Land Use Commission for the Western Slope of El Dorado County.

The City Selection Committee, on June 25, 2008, took action (see Attachment B) to rescind the
designation of the Sierra Planning Organization and designating EDCTC as the Airport Land Use
Commission for the Western Slope of El Dorado County.
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Following designation as the El Dorado County ALUC, the Executive Director will facilitate the transfer of
files from Brent Smith of the Foothill Airport Land Use Commission. In addition, the Executive Director
will prepare a fee schedule, based on the Foothill Airport Land Use Commission fee schedule, for ALUC
consideration at the August 28, 2008 meeting.

OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF EL DORADO

RESCINDING THE DESIGNATION OF THE SIERRA PLANNING ORGANIZATION AND
DESIGNATING THE EL DORADO COUNTY TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION AS THE
AIRPORT LAND USE COMMISSION FOR THE WESTERN SLOPE OF EL DORADO COUNTY

WHEREAS, Section 21670.1 of the California Public Ulilities Code permits the Board of Supervisors
and the City Selection Committee in a California county to make a determination by majority vote that
proper land use planning for airports can be accomplished through the actions of an appropriately
designated body, and that body so designated shall assume the planning responsibilities of an airport
land use commission (ALUC); and

WHEREAS, in 1985 the El Dorado County Board of Supervisors designated the Sierra Planning
Organization, a joint powers authority created by Nevada, Placer, El Dorado and Sierra Counties in
the State of California (SPO), to be the Foothill ALUC for El Dorado County exclusive of the Tahoe
Basin; and

WHEREAS, the South Lake Tahoe Airport resides in the Tahoe Basin and the Tahoe Regional
Planning Agency is the designated ALUC for the Tahoe Basin; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Government Code, Title 7.91, Section 67950, the El Dorado
County Transportation Commission (EDCTC) was created as a local planning agency to provide
regional transportation planning for the area of El Dorado County exclusive of the Lake Tahoe Basin
and California Government Code Section 29532.1 (g) identifies EDCTC as the designated regional
transportation planning agency for El Dorado County exclusive of the Lake Tahoe Basin; and

WHEREAS, the El Dorado County Board of Supervisors believes it is in the best interest of the
County of El Dorado and the City of Placerville that EDCTC be designated as the ALUC for El Dorado
County airports exclusive of the Tahoe Basin and that the designation of SPO in the capacity of
Foothilt ALUC for Ef Dorado County airports exclusive of the Tahoe Basin be terminated.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the El Dorado County Board of Supervisors hereby
rescinds the designation of the Sierra Planning Organization as the Foothill Airport Land Use
Commission for the Placerville, Georgetown and Cameron Park Airports in El Dorado County
effective June 30, 2008; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the El Dorado County Board of Supervisors hereby designates

the Ef Dorado County Transportation Commission as the Airport Land Use Commission for the
Placerville, Georgetown and Cameron Park Airports in Ef Dorado County effective July 1, 2008.

RESOLUTION OF THE EL DORADO COUNTY TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION
ACCEPTING THE DESIGNATION AS THE AIRPORT LAND USE COMMISSION
FOR THE WESTERN SLOPE OF EL DORADO COUNTY

WHEREAS, pursuant to California Government Code, Title 7.91, Section 67950, the El Dorado County
Transportation Commission is the responsible agency for transportation planning for the western slope of
El Dorado County; and

WHEREAS, the California Government Code Section 29532.1(g) identifies EDCTC as the designated
regional transportation planning agency for EI Dorado County, exclusive of the Lake Tahoe Basin; and

WHEREAS, Section 21670.1 of the California Public Utilities Code permits the Board of Supervisors and
the City Selection Committee in a California county to make a determination by majority vote that proper
land use planning for airports can be accomplished through the actions of an appropriately designated
body, and that body so designated shall assume the planning responsibilities of an airport land use
commission (ALUC); and

WHEREAS, as the regional transportation planning agency for the western slope of El Dorado County,
EDCTC is in a unigue position to act at the ALUC for the Placerville Airport, Georgetown Airport, and
Cameron Park Airport; and

WHEREAS, the South Lake Tahoe Airport is located in the Tahoe Basin, and the Tahoe Regional
Planning Agency is the designated ALUC for the Tahoe Basin.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the El Dorado County Transportation Commission hereby
accepts the designation as the Airport Land Use Commission for the western slope of El Dorado County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that EDCTC, acting as the designated ALUC, intends to establish fees to
defray the costs of reviewing development projects in the area governed by the Comprehensive Land
Use Plan.
